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2.1. Soldering the ATT

Start by puting the Thonkiconns into place
and turn the PCB around to the soldering
side.

Solder just one Pin of each Thonkiconn first.

Check carefully if all Thonkiconns sit flat on
the PCB surface.

If not, heat up the soldering joint of the
misplaced Thonkiconn again and push it
into place.
